Monday: S - Spiritual
Topic: Pray that your children develop a deep hunger for God, directed toward His truth.
Bible Verses:

1. Matthew 5:6 - "Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they shall
be filled."

2. 1 Peter 2:2-3 - "Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk, so that by it you may
grow up in your salvation, now that you have tasted that the Lord is good."

3. Matthew 18:3 - "And said, 'Truly, | say to you, unless you turn and become like children,

you will never enter the kingdom of heaven.
Songs (Choose one to play or sing for spiritual focus):

1. "We Hunger and Thirst" by Sovereign Grace Music - A song expressing longing for
God's presence and truth.

2. "Ever Be" by Bethel Music - Focuses on praising God eternally, fostering a hunger for
His glory.

3. "Springtime" by Chris Renzema - Celebrates renewal and growth in faith.

2. "Protector" by Kim Walker-Smith - Emphasizes God's role as a shield and guardian.

3. "God Is Faithful" by Patrick Mayberry - Affirms God's provision for health and strength.
